Guide the upper and lower cross supports onto the dowels 
along the rear edge.

Push two cam-locks into the top and bottom sections and 
guide the side section onto the dowels and cam-pins. 
Turn the cam-locks clockwise one quarter turn. Do not 
overtighten.
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Push two cam-locks into the large pre-drilled holes on 
the top and bottom sections. Ensure the open side of the 
cam-lock, marked with an arrow head, is facing toward 
the edge so it can mate with the cam-pin.

Guide the bottom and top sections onto the dowels and 
cam-pins. Turn the cam-locks clockwise one quarter turn. 
Do not overtighten.

Insert the larger fi berglass acoustic panel into the frame. 

Push fi rmly to set the panel back against the cross 
supports.

Use a hammer to lightly tap six wooden dowels into each 
side section as shown in Figure A.

Use a screw driver to thread four cam-pins into the holes 
at the ends as shown in Figure B.

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Drive two 1-1/4” Wafferhead Philips screws through the 
pre-drilled holes in the top section to secure the fi berglass 
panel in place.

Attach the hinges to the frame using eight 6x1/2” screws.

Attach the left door to the hinges using four 6x1/2” 
screws.

Attach the left door glide hardware using two 6x1/2” 
screws. Use two metal pins as required in the series 
of holes to set the door position.

Attach the magnetic catch to the left door using one 
4x1/2” screw. 

Use a hammer to lightly tap the magnetic latch into the 
front edge of the bottom section.

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Use four 1-1/4” Wafferhead Philips screws to attach the 
smaller fi berglass panel to the left door. To align the 
screws with the pre-drilled holes measure in one inch 
(25.4mm) from the corners of the fi berglass panels. Do 
not over tighten screws. Repeat steps six, seven and 
eight for the right door.

WALL MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

The FlexiBooth™ is mounted by means of a French cleat (wall cleat). The wall cleat is screwed directly to the studs or secured using plastic anchors. 
Once the wall cleat is in place the FlexiBooth is lifted up and it’s beveled cross support locks together with the wall cleat creating a strong and secure 
hold. The wall cleat can be screwed directly into the wall studs or mounted to hollow core drywall using the included plastic anchors. For masonry and 
cement block use an appropriate anchor made for that material.

Mount wall cleat directly 
to studs or use anchors.

Top of wall cleat is 7.5” (195mm) 
below the top of the FlexiBooth.

With the help of a second person, lift the completed FlexiBooth up and 
gently rest the beveled cross support onto wall cleat. The opposing 
beveled edges will lock together and safely support the FlexiBooth on 
the wall.

Begin by drilling two 1/8” holes in the wall cleat 
for the heavy-duty 2” screws.

Select the wall location where you would like to hang your FlexiBooth. 
Use your bubble level to mark a horizontal line where the top of the 
FlexiBooth will be. Measure down from that line 7.5 inches (195mm) and 
mark a second horizontal line. Mount the wall cleat on this lower line. 

Note the orientation of 
the beveled edge on 
the wall cleat.

Use a screwdriver or cordless drill to fasten the wall 
cleat to the studs, or to appropriate anchors. Ensure 
the beveled side is up (see diagram). 
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
